(The actual prelude is in another key entirely. Assume F major for the entire passage.)

Each set of blanks represents a single chord; there are 14 chords in all. For each chord, identify the Roman numeral of the
chord, identify the inversion using figured bass symbols, and where possible, identify the function of each chord. (Refer

to the handout on chord functions if you get stuck on that last part)

Remember that the bass is the lowest sounding note. Always.
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The chord marked with an asterisk at the end of m.3 1s an incomplete seventh
chord. Take a guess at just what that seventh chord might be.

Are the seventh chords in m.2 really seventh chords? Can you think of an alternate interpretation?
